· Copies of the Parent / Guardian Roster
· A copy of the 21st CCLC Basic Emergency Plan
· Student Release Forms
· Emergency Contact Forms for all children and staff
· Special medical needs instructions for children and staff (if applicable)
· Flashlights with extra batteries (optional: light sticks)
· Long-life, emergency flashlights
· Battery-operated radio and extra batteries
· AM / FM, weather band / TV band
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Sunblock and insect repellant
· First Aid Kit
· Gloves, tissues, and toilet paper
· Notepad, pens / pencils, and fine point permanent markers (optional: clipboard)
· Scissors
· Hand-sanitizer and cleansing agent / disinfectant
· Whistle with lanyard
· Disposable cups
· Wet wipes


In the Center, in general:

· At least one charged cell phone
· One gallon of water for every four children and staff
· Disposable cups
· Non-perishable food items like granola bars, cereal, crackers, cans of fruit, etc. (food should be nut-free in case of allergies).
· Extra supplies of critical medication (such as insulin, epi-pens, etc.) for children and staff
· Trash bags
· Duct tape
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
