	Westmont College – Disaster-Situation Student Volunteer Policy
Westmont will support and assist with the deployment of student volunteers in a regional disaster subject to the following considerations.
- Student volunteers are to be provided with guidance, supervision and tools appropriate to the situation.
- Student volunteers are not to be assigned tasks that place them in harm’s way.
- Westmont’s response team will collaborate with WCSA (Westmont College Student Association) and the local VOAD (Volunteer Organizations Active in Disaster) for the most effective deployment of the student volunteer pool.
- The college may, as capacity allows, assist with transporting student volunteers, just as we already do in non-disaster situations.
- The educational mission of the college, and the academic achievement and performance of students, are not to be compromised. That is, if we are unable to conduct classes due to the disruption, but students are safe and well and wish to assist, then we will participate in helping that goodwill to be channeled and directed for optimal efficiency and effectiveness. However, once classes can be resumed, our focus returns to the educational undertaking, and thus students may need to leave worthy community tasks undone.
- Students will be expected to sign a liability waiver form prior to performing disaster volunteer assignments (see below).
- These provisions regarding Westmont’s commitment of resources are to be communicated clearly to collaborating entities.
- Approved by the Westmont College Executive Team on November 16, 2011.




ACKNOWLEGEMENT, RELEASE & CONSENT

In consideration for the opportunity to participate in the current emergency volunteer effort, and as the student identified on reverse, I agree to the following.

Acknowledgement and Assumption of Risk
I recognize that working as an emergency volunteer may involve strenuous physical activity and labor and may carry a risk of personal injury. I further recognize that natural and manmade hazards, environmental conditions, disease and other risks, can in combination with my actions cause injury. I agree to assume all risks that may be associated with or may result from this work. I am not aware of any physical or medical condition that would interfere with my ability to safely work as an emergency volunteer.

Waiver, Release of Liability & Indemnification
I agree to waive, release and discharge Westmont College and all persons or entities acting on their behalf or in collaboration (the “Parties Released”) from any and all liability, claims, demands, actions, and causes of actions, whatsoever, for any personal injury, death or property damage arising out of my participation as an emergency volunteer, or as a result of it. I further agree to indemnify and hold harmless the Parties Released from and against any and all claims of any nature, including all costs, expenses and fees, arising out of or resulting from my work as an emergency volunteer. This paragraph does not apply to gross negligence on Westmont’s part.

Consent for Emergency Treatment
In the event of injury while serving as an emergency volunteer, I consent to receive any emergency medical aid, anesthesia, and/or medical treatment or operation that may, in the opinion of an attending physician, be deemed necessary.
